Compasso d'Oro Award: AVE is included 
in the ADI Design Museum

Recently inaugurated in Milan, the museum of the most important design award in the world hosts AVE products in the Compasso d'Oro Collection.

AVE has been chosen with satisfaction for millions of installations in Italy and abroad over the years and until today as a brand recognized all over the world like a symbol of high-quality Made in Italy.
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
